
Linda-in-the-Afternoon / Experimenta / 2009

Met with Felipe at 6 at Antique.  A mathematician from South America! How wonderful.  I know we are not supposed to say much to each other, but 
I guess we both couldn't help but started chatting.

He particularly loves the sequence where there are photos of one of the women (can't remember which one) - it's a series of her with slightly different 
gesture ( a bit like Yu minjun's painting , Felipe thought) Spatial version ... 
  
Then we talked about Felipe's love of beef - BBQ - wine - Sweat bread etc.... and we think we will all have a dinner at Experimenta in the next 1-2 
weeks.
